RECENT LEGISLATIVE SUCCESS
In 2007, CMT/ABATE, Inc. successfully lobbied for the passage of Right of Way Violation legislation, which was sponsored in the House of Representatives by 
Representative Rob Briley. Our organization was subsequently presented with a Legislative Award from the American Motorcyclists Association for these efforts. This law provides for higher fines and the option of suspension of license when death or serious injury is the result of right of way violation accident.  This law applies to all vehicles involved in right of way violation accidents, not just motorcycles.
Unfortunately, the provisions in that legislation weren’t stringent enough regarding the definition of right of way, so some crashes were not covered when violations existed.  In 2009, during the 106th General Assembly, Representative Glen Casada  introduced and passed additional legislation that shored up the loopholes.
