WHAT WE HAVE ACCOMPLISHED





25 Years of working for motorcyclists’ Rights, concerned Motorcyclists of Tennessee founded in Nashville, Tennessee, October, 1982





►	Changed eye protection law from mandated windshields or goggles to allow clear or tinted glasses  with impact resistant lens or face shields. 1984 TCA 55-9-304.


►  	Successful legislation in Tennessee General Assembly.  Legislation which  designated a portion of motorcyclists registrations and endorsements to fund Riders’ Education Program. 1987. TCA 55-51-102 through -105.


►     	Repealed the mandatory crash bar law 


►     	Handicap Plate available on Motorcycles


►   	May is Motorcycle Safety and Awareness Month


►     	Convinced Tennessee General Assembly to send a resolution to US Congress in support of States Rights (1994)


►     	Legalize Flashing Brake Lights  


►    	Motorcyclists to treat electronic traffic signals that do not detect motorcycle as a 4-way stop and proceed after a reasonable wait.


►     	Handlebar height restrictions lifted


►     	Military Plates available for motorcyclists


►	Merged with organizations state-wide to form corporation: CMT/ABATE, Inc. 1991


►    	Parade Bill – 18 years and older can ride in a parade without a helmet at speeds not to exceed 30 mph.


►     	Ventilated Helmet – Must be approved by the CPSC, Holes cannot exceed 1½” in diameter. 


►     	Received thousands in grant money during the past few years from the TN Dept. Of Safety for use in motorcycle awareness.


►   	2007 Passed Right of Way Legislation that increases fines and penalties for those who cause serious injury or death when violating right of way in an accident.  Received award for this Legislative effort from American Motorcyclists Association.


► 	Defeated legislation that would have prohibited youth 12 years old and under from being passenger on motorcycle.


►  	Presented Legislative Awards in 2005 and 2007 from Motorcycle Riders Foundation.
