DIRECTORS STATEMENT 
 

      I attended the COC (Confederation of Clubs) 
meeting at Barbarosa in East Tennessee. They asked 
me about our grant for next year and I told them we are 
working on that.  They will not be having another 
meeting until November, so any legislative information I 
will send to Sludge their Webmaster.  Our relationship 
with the COC has never been better and I look forward 
to areas of cooperation between us.   

     At the Sept BOD we will vote for a permanent 
Legislative Chair. At this time Scott McColpin is 
unopposed so there will be a yes or no vote for him. 

     We need to put in place a financial plan. Dean wants 
to see us have a pledge system.  He would like charters 
that have an event to use it to pledge rather then send a 
percentage of money to the State.  Charters would 
pledge what they feel they could afford.

AMA OFFERS INSIGHT ON ETHANOL 
 

Recently, in an email exchange between Imre F Szauter, American Motorcyclists Association 
Government Affairs Manager and CMT/ABATE, Inc. PR/Communications Director, Carol Simpson,  the 
topic turned to the use of ethanol gas in motorcycles.  The following are Imre’s comments.  (Imre’s 
background, prior to AMA, is in engineering—he is a great fellow to have as a resource in ALL 
motorcycling issues.) 

 
“The ethanol issue is getting more attention in the press.  The American Motorcyclists 

Association’s position was made clear when we joined with the MIC, the marine industry, the snowmobile 
manufacturers, and several user groups to oppose any motor fuels with greater than 10% ethanol by 
volume (E10). The website for this AllSAFE Coalition is http://www.allsafe-fuel.org. 

In existing engines, even 10% or less ethanol-blended gasolines cause problems.  In simple 
terms, no motorcycle manufacturer approves the use of ethanol-blended fuels greater than 10% in their 
new vehicles.  Many older vehicles and small air-cooled engines (2- and 4-stroke), such as chain saws, 
string trimmers, and construction equipment, have a difficult time starting and running on E10.   
  Most importantly, a recent change at the federal level will require U.S. EPA to publish in the 
Federal Register and accept public comments on any motor fuel waiver.  The old way of approving fuel 
waivers was hidden from the public. 
  I'm not aware of national brands of gasoline that don't blend ethanol in their motor fuels.  My 
guess is this varies by markets, but I'm not certain.  Here's a link to a recent Florida article on this

CMT/ABATE COMMENTS:   
Many thanks to Imre and the AMA for staying on top of this issue.  www.ama-cycle.org.  One 
CMT/ABATE member from the Sparta area was told by a local motorcycle shop owner that the only 
Ethanol-free gas that could be bought in the area was at the Super Wal-Mart.  This has not been verified 
at the time this article goes to the editor. 
 
Several members have complained that their motorcycles, this year, seem to backfire more often and do 
not run as smooth at low speeds. Some speculation was made that the cause might be ethanol in 
premium (92+ octane) grades of gasoline. These are the reasons, on behalf of our membership, for the 
questions to Imre Szauter of the AMA.  Thank you, Imre, for your prompt and factual response.
