Old Business (to be continued later)
Minutes from June 2017, September 2017, and March 2018 available for approval. Motion by Mark Waters, second by Mark Proctor. Motion is unanimous 10: 0. 
New Year’s Kickoff Party: Mark Waters – need items for Chinese Auction. Thirteen (13) of the thirty-five (35) blocked rooms are reserved. Larry Binkley (Smith-Wilson-Stones River) will be the photographer and wants to build a photographic memorial of passed members. Please furnish photographs to his email address LB54PANEL@aol.com . 50: 50 drawing at New Year’s Kickoff 50% to winner, 25% to Corporate and 25% to Local Charter. There is no motion or second. General Membership meeting from 1400 until 1600. Southern Thunder Rally meeting may be in different part of same room. Don’t Rider Fried Carnival 12, January 2019 at Wilson County Fairgrounds Tennessee Motorama. 

MRF Report: Ed Domine – Meeting of the Minds was successfully funded, and Ed has some money to return. Megan Ekstrom has resigned, and the lobbyist position is open. Anti-profiling legislation should be heard by US Congress before end of year.  The MRF is seeking monthly contributions from State MRO’s with a suggested minimum of $15.00/month. MRF annual membership dues will increase from $30.00 to $35.00
Safety & Education Carol Simpson – Don’t Ride Fried: Look Twice Save A Life will be a 50: 50 effort. Asked folks to stay for audit of materials after BOD. Motion needed to approve application for the grant – motion by Lynne Greenwood and second by Jack Jones. 12: 0 motion is unanimous. Bob Celmer asked questions regarding the monetary size of the current motorcycle safety program. Not available. Of the thirty-five (35) sites, twenty-one (21) are on State property.  
From the Chair – Charter reports need to show an increase of activities instead of just listing “rides”. “We’re having rides for other people, not CMT/ABATE, Incorporated.”
Old Business (continued)

From the Chair - Tabled motion from September 2018 BOD “large back patches – grandfather all remaining large patches for use and order no more”. Vote is 9: 2 and the motion carries.
Corporate Secretary J. Robert Forbus is confused and speaks out-of-order regarding Lifetime Membership – stated that he discussed it with members of the Robertson Local Charter and the members think we should continue to make it available for purchase.

From the Chair - Tabled motion from September 2018 BOD “free membership – drop it?” Vote is 8: 3 and the motion carries. 
From the Chair - Tabled motion from September 2018 BOD “should the Executive Board be at-large members only” Vote is 2: 8 and the motion dies. 

From the Chair - Tabled motion from September 2018 BOD “should the sale of Lifetime Memberships stop, and should it be by award only?” Vote is 2: 8 and the motion dies. 

New Business

From the Chair – By-Laws questionnaires not returned to J. Robert Forbus. J. Robert Forbus stated that he will again send the questionnaire and ask once again for a vote. 

Corporate Secretary J. Robert Forbus speaks about minimum pledge worksheet that was sent to all Local Charter Directors and explained the financial situation. Corporate Treasurer Bette Stewart remarked that John Millican (Tennessee Motorcycle Safety) had not paid his fees for the newsletter advertisement and covered other details of the financial situation. In short – Local Charters are not having events and raising money for the organization. Explain “why” each Local Charter must have only one (01) account.
Lynne Greenwood – Upper Cumberland Local Charter stated that Dean would not release that Local Charter’s pledge until the old CMT/ABATE, Incorporated office furniture was removed from his property. Mark Waters volunteered to use his truck, and Executive Officers present stated that the furniture should be thrown away. Mark stated that a couple of metal office racks were probably useable. Executive officers approved up to $50.00 reimbursement to Mark Waters for gasoline and landfill fees.

Safety & Awareness Carol Simpson made motion that Local Charter pledges should be at least 40% of their event revenue. 

From the Chair – bestow a lifetime membership for Bullet Patrick. Vote is 11: 0 and is unanimous. Some discussion just prior to limit award or lifetime membership to a single person annually and make the decision at the December BOD. No vote taken – just an understanding that this should be a good practice.

From Jeff Hollins, Sumner Local Charter Director. Jeff audited the financial records of CMT/ABATE, Incorporated and stated that they are 100% in compliance. Jeff raised the issue of the newsletter cost and stated that we can only mail it every other month until the financial situation improves. Motion made by Jeff Hollins to mail the newsletter only every other month and seconded by Mad Jap. Vote is 9: 1 and the motion carries. Music City Local Charter Director Deadeye spoke about the Local Charter newsletter that Music City Local Charter sends to its members. 

From the Chair – motorcycle art license plates for automobiles and states minimum quantity of four-hundred (400) required. Proceeds would go to CMT/ABATE, Incorporated treasury. 

Motion to adjourn by Mark Proctor and seconded by Mark Waters. Motion is unanimous.
